™ About this we have much to say which is hard to explain, since you have be-
come dull of hearing. ** For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you need
some one to teach you again the first
solid food; **for every one who lives on milk is unskilled in the word of righteous-
ness, for he is a child. **But solid food is for the mature, for those who have their
faculties trained by practice to distinguish "good" from "evil." Hebrews 5:11-14

DR iyquphink that because you have grown older, been in the church for a long time and,
been to worship all these years that being in the proximity of the spiritual has in some
way caused you to grow up spiritually? Spiritual growth is not automatic i you do not get
it by age or by osmosis. You may have done an excellent job in putting together a plan
that will allow you to save and be relatively secure in retirement. You may have done an
excellent job in both putting together and then following through on a plan to send your
children to college. However, do you have a plan for enriching your spiritual life? Are
eygu lgagingshe single most important facet of human existence to "dumb luck"?

The addition of candles to your Birthday cake does not mean that you are automatically
going to grow into spiritual maturity. A baby does not automatically grow into physical
maturity. There has to be a nurturing plan, usually implemented by parents, that feeds,
exercises, educates, potty trains, addresses medical concerns and nourishes the child so
that it can grow up healthy, strong, and mature. A baby left on its own with no one to
care for it, interact with it, and nourish it is going to wither and die. Do you understand
that there is a direct parallel between what happens with a child and what happens in
your spiritual life? Unfortunately all too many people try to live their lives in this world
that is filled with temptations, problems, and seductions with the same faith that was pre-
sent when they were baptized or confirmed. Living life in the world today with the spiri-
tual maturity of a baby is extremely dangerous.

Many of us want to believe that since we have at least been active in the church and
have given our hearts to Christ that those actions are going to protect us. They may help
us but | don't think that they will protect us. Listen to the guidance of scripture in He-
brews 5:12 fivou have been believers so long now that you ought to be teaching
others. Instead, you need someone to teach you again the basic things about
Godds word.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Happy New Year! We hope your holidays were as special
as ours. Christmas Eve and Christmas Day were spent with
my family, and Dec. 27th with ALL of Tom's family. Cookie
baking, decorating, singing carols, eating, and the Lutheran
worship service to celebrate Jesus' birth made it a wonderful
holiday.

Pastor James has translated the script,
based on the Gospel of Luke, and | finished keyboarding it
just before we left Ghana. This week Tom had a message
from our audio-visual media services specialist in Ghana,
and they'll soon be dubbing the Jesus Film into Anufo! Pray
that it would go well.

Tom and | are making plans to visit many of our friends and
supporting churches to share what God is doing in Ghana
and Nigeria through our partnership. Please pray for us as
we consider what presentations to prepare and finalize
speaking dates and travel plans. We'll be in Wisconsin for
the month of February, and we hope to get a rail pass to visit
the western half of the US in March.
